FFA instructor, 4-H club adult, state Angus breeder, or ag industry professional


Individuals writing recommendation letters must clearly state relationship to applicant and provide a candid evaluation of the applicant’s abilities, background, character, strengths, weaknesses, etc. 


References may NOT include applicants, parents and/or relatives, American Angus Association board of directors, American Angus Auxiliary officers (or immediate family thereof) and regional directors, American Angus Auxiliary scholarship committee members or alternates, or employees of American Angus Association and/or related entities.
